The girls finished in 3 place behind
some tough opponents, while the MLS
Boys Team outlasted Deckerville to win
Regional for the first time since 1991.

For the guys, the day went well
right from the get-go. Senior Andy Sting
won the shot put event with a throw of
52'11" and Senior Justin VanWagner
had a come from behind 2™ place in the
discus, throwing 132'4”. After being
given an early lead from the field events,
it was up to the runners to bring home
the championship. In the men’s 200 pre-
liminaries, Seminary showed its true de-
termination, advancing five runners to
the finals. Senior Tyrone Gadson would
win the event; however there were also
impressive finishes by senior, Tom
Dietrich, juniors Jordan Schmitzer and
David Starr, and freshman Shane Bright.

Looking to continue building a
lead, the men's 4x800 team (Aaron
Voss, Kyle Seim, Loren Milbrath, Joe
Fetcenko) ran their fastest time of the
year, 821, to convincingly win the
event. Also, the men’s 4x100 meter re-
lay (David Starr, Andy Schmiege, Troy
Schreiner, Jordan Schmitzer) turned in
an impressive time of 45.83, to win the
event and give Seminary ten more
points. The guy’s team never let up, and
went on to edge out Deckerville, who
finishing in a distant second.

The girl’s team had the difficult
task of competing with Valley Lutheran
and Ubly, who have both done very well

in their track programs in previous years. The MLS girls represented themselves
very well, turning in some equally impressive times and performances.

The women's team of Steph Povinelli, Jessica Stull, Emily Thiel, and
Laura Backus, pushed through their pain and went on to take 3 in the women's
4x800 event with a time of 10:22. The women's 4x100 (Kendra Williams, Beth
Schmugge, Kristin Steinbrenner, Bonnie Whittaker) also ran excellently in their
event, finishing first and keeping the meet close. Junior Bonnie Whittaker would
aso finish 2" in the 100 dash with atime of 13.19, and 5" in the 400 dash with a
time of 1:02. 79. In the end, the Seminary girls would finish the meet in 3%place,
with Valley Lutheran winning the meet. However, Seminary will still be sending
many girls onto the State meet later on the later next week.

This past Tuesday, the TVC Championships were held at Carrolton High
School. Both the guys and girls were hungry for wins, looking to seek revenge on
some tough league meet loses earlier in the year.

The girl’s team started out well, once again, winning the women’s 4X800
(Steph Povinelli, Jessica Stull, Emily Thiel, Laura Backus). Senior Laura Backus
stepped up to win the 800 meter run, and helped the girls take 2™ in the 4x400 me-
ter relay. Junior Sarah Huggard had some good throws in the discus, taking 3rd be-
hind two Bullock Creek girls. Also, the girls 4x100 meter relay (Kendra Williams,
Beth Schmugge, Kristin Steinbrenner, Bonnie Whittaker) had a good race, running
hard to take 3 place in their event.

Despite their efforts, the girls team would fall short of the win, finishing in
3 place behind the talented teams of Freeland and Hemlock.

The guys also ran well, looking to claim a share of the league champion-
ship from Hemlock. The day started out wonderfully, with the men’s 4x800 team
(Aaron Voss, Kyle Seim, Loren Milbrath, Joe Fetcenko) winning an amazing race
against the talented foursome from Hemlock. More big points were provided by
senior Tyrone Gadson, who took 1% in the 200 dash, 2™ in the 110 hurdles, and 3™
in the 100 dash. Junior Loren Milbrath also ran great, finishing first in both the
1600 and 3200 meter runs. However, the Hemlock track team would prove to be
too much in the end, beating Sem by 12 points.
